The City has

kept pace with growing water demands through planning and by upgrading and

expanding its facilities, each time meeting the need for plentiful, safe drinking water,

while ensuring compliance with increasingly stringent regulatory requirements.

Included in this report is information about your drinking water source,

the regulations that protect the quality of your drinking water, the treatment process

and the test results of our monitoring for the period of January 1 through December

31, 2009. This report is produced pursuant to requirements set forth by the United

States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).

Deerfield Beach City Commission

To ensure tap water is safe to drink, the City of Deerfield Beach routinely monitors
and tests for contaminants in your drinking water in accordance with Federal and
State laws. The table in this document gives the results of our monitoring for the
period of January 1 through December 31, 2009. The EPA requires monitoring of
over 80 drinking water contaminants. The contaminants listed in the table are the
only contaminants detected. As you will see, the City had no violations, and
contaminant levels are within the limits set by Federal and State laws. The EPA has
determined that your water is safe at these levels. We are proud that the City of
Deerfield Beach’s water meets or exceeds all recognized drinking water requirements.
